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English 12 Syllabus- 2022-2023

This year we will be building upon skills in four major categories: reading,
writing, speaking and listening. We will also be focusing on making you
successful communicators for the modern world. In order to do so, our class
will be reading multiple types of texts (novels, short stories, poems, articles,
etc.) and participating in various reading, writing, speaking and listening
activities and assessments. Students will learn to write and speak effectively
for multiple purposes and practice spelling, grammar, and vocabulary skills
necessary to thrive in the modern technical world, while analyzing and
discussing major literary themes that relate to our own lives. Most
importantly, students will be given opportunities to express themselves and
explore their own identities while having fun in the classroom!

Required Materials:
Each student should come to class prepared with a fully charged
chromebook everyday as it may be used for assignments.

Grading:

Grading for this class is a points-based system. Each assignment, quiz, etc., is
given a point value. The final grade is determined by adding up all the points
and comparing that number to the total possible points.

All scores will be recorded on iPass as soon as they are graded. If you have a
question or concern about your grade, you can schedule a time to talk to Ms.
Delsolio before or after school.

Homework:

All homework assignments will be posted daily on our Google Classroom
page. If you are wondering if there was homework, you should check the
Google Classroom page.

Homework is a tool to help all students practice the skills they learned in class
in a more independent setting. Homework will be assigned most nights.
Often, the homework consists of worksheets, however other times it will be to
study for an upcoming test/quiz. Written homework will be checked at the
start of the next class day unless otherwise noted. Homework is expected to
be completed to the best of the student’s abilities. There will usually be a
short period of time at the start of each class to review the previous night’s
homework assignment. Students are expected to follow along and correct
the assignment we review, as this will provide clear insight to whether or not
they should seek extra help. Students will often be given time at the end of
class to start their homework. Students should use this time effectively to
complete the assignment and ask for help if needed.

You will receive half credit for late homework/classwork. If a student needs an
extension for any reason, they must ask Ms. DelSolio at least 24 hours before
the initial due date. If they do not ask within 24 hours, students will be subject
to losing points for tardy work.

Attendance/Participation:

Students are expected to come to class every day with their required
materials. Class work will consist of note taking, classwork, open discussions,
and group/individual projects. Students are expected to participate in every
dynamic of the class. Some work will be collected for grading and some will
be used to help students facilitate their own understanding of the material.
Important note: you are never allowed to arrive to class late without a
note from a teacher. Any late arrival to class will automatically cause you to
receive a 10-minute teacher session after school. Failure to appear for your
teacher session will result in a disciplinary referral and an official detention.



Make-Up:

Students are expected to maintain a high level of attendance at Winthrop
High School (please refer to the Student Handbook). Assignments and
assessments that are missed due to absences from class are expected to be
made up in a timely manner. It is the responsibility of the student to
complete and hand in any and all missed assignments. Any assignments not
made up will result in a score of zero.

Winthrop High School Plagiarism Policy

Any student who cheats/plagiarizes on an examination, or any other
assignment, shall receive a zero, and may not make-up such work. The
students' parents/guardians will be notified.

Classroom Rules:

● Arrive to class on time and prepared to work.

● No food, drinks, or hats. Cell phone use will only be permitted if you
check with your teacher first, and is reserved only for school-related
matters.

● If you are caught watching Netflix/Youtube or any other videos that are
not explicitly assigned by either myself or another teacher, you will first
receive a verbal warning. If it happens again, you will receive a
10-minute teacher session after school.

● If you are caught playing any video games at all, you will first receive a
verbal warning. If it happens again, you will receive a 10-minute teacher
session after school.

● Be attentive and quiet when either the teacher or another student is
speaking.

● Respect your fellow students. Everyone in this class has different
learning styles and different strengths and weaknesses. We can help



each other out, but we will NEVER put down another student in the
class, ever.

I am always willing to help out students before or after school. You can send
me an email to ask a question, or schedule a time to meet. I am available
everyday before school typically starting at 7:00am and after school until 2:25.
I strongly encourage you to reach out to me if you are experiencing difficulty
so we can set up a time for you to meet with me.
