I am so excited to start a new school year teaching art and am looking 

forward seeing all the new and returning students!   We have an exciting year ahead of us with fun 

and challenging projects that will provide students with plenty of opportunities to develop new 

skills and stretch their creativity with projects that encourage observation, imagination, and 

exploration.  Some concepts and skills we will be working on are: drawing with perspective, 

observational drawing skills, analyzing and discussing historic and contemporary artwork, applying 

the Principles and Elements of Art, and applying color theory.  Many of our projects include 

connections to the general classroom curriculum in the areas of math, social studies, science, and 

language arts.
