Viking Longships Project Positions 

Required:

There is need for an office/computer site manager or supervisor. Their responsibility is to monitor the use of the computers and office.

A site manager, (Heimdal) is required to watch over the work site (Asgard). This student’s job is to monitor the use of the electrical equipment and tools by members of the class.  At the end of each class they are responsible for insuring that all tools are back, the electrical tools are returned and power to the shop tools are turned off. They are also responsible for making sure that the work site, (Asgard) is orderly. 

Presentation committee: In keeping with one of the major themes in the VLP. The course is about the students’ becoming actively involved in all aspects of their own education. There is a total emersion or involvement by the students. Therefore all presentations made to individuals or groups must be developed, organized and presented by the students. This group is the most important group with one of the most critical jobs in the Longships course.

Specialized Field Department Heads: Each specialized field should have a department head to lead the students in that respective field. The student must display the qualities and requirements of a leader, a model student, and good school citizen.

Second and Fifth Grade Viking Culture Day Coordinators: These students will organize and coordinate the presentation of our Viking Cultural information sessions to the 2nd and 5th grade students. These elementary students will visit the high school, where the students in each presenting department will give cultural demonstrations and presentations to the students. The coordinators will conduct all communication between the high school and elementary schools.

Optional:

Class leader Who will act as an intermediary between the instructor and the students.

A secretary can be selected to assist the instructor with daily work.
