How did Lenin’s economic policies change?


Lenin replaced his policy of “war communism” with the New Economic Policy, which allowed for some private ownership in an effort to grow the economy.  

(A) How did Stalin differ from Trotsky?


Trotsky wants to support a worldwide communist revolution. Stalin wanted to focus on building Socialism in the USSR. Trotsky is a brilliant thinker, whereas Stalin was a ruthless politician. 
(B) Why was he able to gain power?

As secretary general of the communist party, Stalin was able to give his supporters top jobs and force Trotsky into exile. Later Stalin has Trotsky killed by an assassin. 
What were the goals and results of Stalin’s five year plan?


Stalin wanted to make the USSR into an industrial power. While his plans resulted in impressive progress in heavy industry, many people still lived in poverty, and consumer goods were scarce.

Komsomol:  A youth organization that provided programs for kids outside of school.  
Alexandra Kollontai: The only high ranking woman to ever serve in Lenin’s government. 

Vladimir Mayakovsky:  A Soviet poet who exalted the new society and praised revolutionary heroes.  

Osip Mandelstam: A Jewish poet who was imprisoned, tortured, and exiled for making fun of Stalin. 
Anna Akhmatova: One of Russia’s greatest poets who fell out of favor because her poetry did not stress communist ideals. 
Totalitarian state: A one party dictatorship that attempts to regulate every aspect of the lives of its citizens. 

Socialist realism: An artistic movement whose goal is to show Soviet life in a positive light. 

How did Stalin make propaganda into a powerful weapon?

His government bombarded the citizens with messages that praised communism and the Soviet state while denouncing capitalism as evil.
(a)How did the communists attack religion?

They seized religious buildings and artifacts, persecuted priests, discredited religious teachings, and they spread anti-Semitic propaganda. 
(b) What alternative theory did they offer to faith?

They told people to put their faith in communist ideology. 
Describe three ways that life under communism was different from life under the Czars.

Socialism replaced Capitalism. The communist government provided all people with free education, free health care, inexpensive housing, and other social services.  Finally, the Communists opposed all religion.
