Charter of French Liberties: A French Constitution that created a two house legislature and allowed limited freedom of the press.
Charles X: He became King of France in 1824, a strong believer in absolutism.
Louis Phillippe: He became King after Charles X abdicated, called the citizen king.
Louis Napoleon: Elected President of France in 1848.  
Louis Kossuth: A Hungarian nationalist who demanded independence from Austria.
Frankfurt Assembly:  Delegates from across Germany met in an effort to create a constitution.

(a) Charles X rejected the Charter of French Liberties, suspends the legislature, limited the right to vote, restricted the press. (b) Charles X abdicated the throne and a constitutional monarchy was established with Louis Phillipe as king

How was the French Revolution of 1848 really two revolutions?


During the first part of the revolution the King abdicated the throne, during the second part workers rebelled against the republic, Louis Napoleon rose to power during this time. 

Why did conservative leaders in Europe fear news of revolutions in France?


They felt that Revolutions in France caused revolutions in other areas of Europe. 

Why did most revolts in the 1830s and 1840s fail?

Conservative governments help one another and use military force to suppress the revolutions. The revolutionaries did not agree on their goals and did not have mass support.

Toussaint L’Overture:  A former slave who led a revolt against the French in Haiti.  

Miguel Hidalgo: A Spanish Priest who rallies the Mexican people to fight for their independence. 

El Grito de Dolores: Father Hidalgo’s speech calling for Mexican Independence. 

Jose Morelos: A mestizo priest who called for wide ranging reform in Mexico, and led an army against the Spanish. 

Agustin de Iturbide: The leader of the Mexican revolution that won independence from Spain, becomes Mexico’s first emperor before he is overthrown. 

Tupac Amaru: Leads the Native Americans in South America in a fight against the Spanish. 

Simon Bolivar: A creole who helped lead Venezuela to independence from Spain.  “The liberator”

Jose de San Martin: A military leader who helped Argentina and Chile win independence. 

Dom Pedro: The son of the Portuguese King, becomes the first emperor of independent Brazil.

How did the colonial class system contribute to discontent in Latin America?


The different classes were unhappy with their second class status, merchants disliked policies that tied them to Spain.

(a) a slave revolt in 1791 led by Toussaint L’Ouverture.  (b) He provided leadership in battle, he worked to rebuild the country after the slaves were freed. He led forces against Napoleon’s troops.
