Alexis de Tocqueville-A French writer who commented on American democracy. 
Cyrus McCormick-Invented the mechanical reaper
Charles Dickens-An author who commented on poor sanitation and standards of living in industrialized cities. 
Lucy Larcom-A mill worker who wrote about her life
Harriet Robinson- A mill worker who wrote about her life and led a strike at the mill.

David Christy: Wrote a book called Cotton is King
Moses Grandy: An enslaved man who wrote about the slave trade. 
Gabriel Prosser: Led a failed slave rebellion in Richmond. 
Denmark Vesey: A slave who purchased his freedom, then planned to lead a slave revolt, was betrayed and killed before the revolt happened. 
Nat Turner: An African-American preacher who planned and carried out a violent uprising known as Turner’s rebellion. 
Henry Bibb: A slave who wrote a letter about his joy in his freedom. 
Thomas Dew: Gave a speech to the Virginia legislature in favor of slavery.

James Monroe: President of the U.S., issued the Monroe Doctrine. 
John Marshall: Chief Justice of the U.S Supreme Court
Aaron Ogden: A party to the case Gibbons v Ogden. 
John Quincy Adams: Defeated Andrew Jackson to become President, “corrupt bargain”
Thomas Gibbons: A party to the case Gibbons v Ogden.
Thomas Jefferson: A former President of the U.S.
Henry Clay: Sec of State under JQ Adams, “corrupt bargain”
Andrew Jackson: Lost to JQ Adams in 1824, than he became President in 1828.
John C. Calhoun: Vice –President under Jackson, a champion of states’ rights

Daniel Webster: A Senator from Mass, a political opponent of Jackson, and proponent of Federalism. 
John Tyler: Was elected Vice-President, then became President when Harrison died. 
Martin Van Buren; Became President after Andrew Jackson
William Henry Harrison: Was elected President, died shortly after his inauguration.  
Robert Hayne: A Senator who argued for States’ rights
Sequoyah: Invented an alphabet based on the Cherokee language. 
Black Hawk: Led a Native American force against the U.S. 
Osceola Led a Native American force against the U.S.
Nicholas Biddle; President of the powerful Second Bank of the U.S.
