Indian Removal Act: An 1830 law giving the President authority to move Native tribes from the homeland to territories in the west. 
Trail of Tears: A 116 day forced march of the Cherokee people to the Indian territory. 1 out of every 4 Cherokees died. 
Black Hawk War: A war between natives, led by Black Hawk, and the U.S. in Illinois.  Won by the U.S.
Second Seminole War: An 1835 uprising of the Seminoles, led by Osceola against the United States. Won by the U.S.
