French and Indian War: War between Great Britain and France, fought over North American territory.
Albany Plan of Union: The attempt to unite the colonies. Proposed by Ben Franklin.  
Militia: Armed citizens who serve as soldiers during an emergency
Prime minister The highest ranking official in Britain’s Parliamentary govt 
Siege: Surround an enemy force, waiting until they surrender. 
Treaty of Paris (1763): Ended the French and Indian War. 
Section 2

Pontiac’s Rebellion: A rebellion of Native Americans in the Ohio River Valley, led to the Proclamation of 1763
Proclamation of 1763: Britain closes the region west of the Appalachian Mountains to settlement, issued by King George III.  
Stamp Act: A tax on most printed materials, required a royal stamp to be present on most printed items. 
Boycott: A refusal to purchase goods or services. 
Boston Massacre: March 5, 1770, British soldiers kill 5 colonists.  The British soldiers were not convicted of wrongdoing. 

First Continental Congress: The first gathering of delegates from the 13 colonies to discuss how to deal with the British.
Battles of Lexington and Concord: The first battles of the Revolutionary War
Revolutionary War: 1775-1783, American colonists fought for Independence from Britain
Section 3
Common Sense: A pamphlet written by Thomas Paine, outlines the reasons for fighting to break away from Britain. 

Second Continental Congress: Met in Philadelphia in May 1775, sent the Olive Branch Petition, wrote the Declaration of Independence
Olive Branch Petition: A last attempt at peace with Britain, rejected by King George III.
Declaration of Independence:  A document saying that America is no longer part of Britain, outlines their reasons for breaking apart. 
Enlightenment: an 18th century movement that Emphasized science and reason as ways to improve society.

Preamble: The introduction to the Declaration of Independence

Natural Rights: rights that belong to all people.

Rule of Law: everyone must follow the same law, regardless of positioning society. 
Section Four
Battle of Bunker Hill: A battle outside Boston, the British were victorious, but the Americans earned a moral victory. 

Casualty: A person killed or wounded in battle

Loyalist: A colonist who sided with Great Britain

Mercenary: A soldier hired to fight for a foreign country.

Battle of Trenton: An American victory in which George Washington defeated a Hessian force. 

Battles of Saratoga: American victories, the turning point in the Revolutionary War.  

Section Five:

Blockade: to be cut off from outside contact. 
Profiteering: selling scarce items at unreasonable high prices during wartime.

Inflation: Prices of goods go up, value of money goes down.  

Battle of Yorktown: The last battle of the American Revolution, the British surrender to the American and French army. 

Treaty of Paris (1783) End the Revolutionary war, gives America Independence. 

Patriotism: Love of your country.
