Articles of Confederation-First governing  document of the United States, limited Federal power, replaced by the Constitution
Legislative Branch: branch of govt that makes the laws, Congress. (Senate (6 years) and the House of Representatives (2 years) ) 

Executive Branch: branch of govt that enforces the laws, the President ( 4 years). 

Judicial Branch: Interprets the law, the Supreme Court (for life)
Constitution:  governing document of the U.S, sets up the powers of the federal gov’t
Democracy: gov’t by the people

Republic: people elect representatives to govern them

Shays Rebellion: armed uprising of farmers in MA, protesting taxes
Specie: Gold or silver currency 

Section Two
Constitutional Convention: Convention that met in Philadelphia in 1787, the Constitution is written. 
United States Constitution: Governing document of the United States, written in 1787, describes the duties and powers of government. 

Amend: revise/change the constitution 
Veto: to prevent from becoming a law
Great Compromise: called for a 2 house legislature, with one house based on the population of a state, and the other representing each state equally.

Three Fifth Compromise: Three fifths of a states slave population would be counted for purposes of representation in Congress. 

Federal system of government: A system in which power is shared between state and national governments. 

Separation of powers: The Constitution allotting the powers of the federal government between the president, congress, and the Supreme Court
Checks and balances: System in which the branches of government can check the power of the other branches.

Electoral College: Group of electors, chosen by the voters, who elect the President 270

Ratify: to approve

Federalist: a person who supports the Constitution

Faction: a group concerned with their own interests

Anti Federalist: Opposed the Constitution

Bill of Rights: The first ten amendments to the Constitution, protects individual freedoms

Inauguration: The swearing in of the president.

Cabinet: The Presidents chief advisors

Domestic affairs: The country’s internal matters

Administration: The presidents term of office.

Precedent: An act or statement that becomes an example to be followed.
