Tariff: a tax on imported goods.   
Interest: An extra sum of money that borrowers pay creditors in return for the loan

Strict construction: Belief that the government should not do anything that the Constitution does not specifically say it can do.

Loose Construction: The government can do anything that the Constitution does not forbid.  

Neutral: to not take sides
Jay’s treaty:  A treaty with Great Britain, an effort to remain neutral. 

Whiskey Rebellion: A revolt over a tax on whiskey 

Political Party: a group of people who seek to win elections and influence government.

XYZ affair:  An attempt by French secret agents to obtain a $250,000 bribe, and a ten million dollar loan, in return for negotiating with American diplomats.  
*Millions for defense, not one cent for tribute*

Alien and Sedition Acts: The Alien Act gave the president the right to imprison or deport any alien in the U.S.
The Sedition Act gave President Adams the power to fine or imprison anyone who wrote, published, or said anything harmful about the government.

Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions: Argue that states have the right to decide if a law is unconstitutional.

Lewis and Clark Expedition:  A journey to map and explore the newly acquired territory. 
Embargo: a restriction on trade

Battle of Fallen Timbers: A 1794 victory for the United States army, led by Gen. “Mad” Anthony Wayne, over a Native American force led by Little Turtle.   The battle was fought in the Ohio River Valley. 
Treaty of Greenville: A result of the Battle of Fallen timbers, gave the U.S. two-thirds of Ohio, forced Native Americans to accept new borders, contributed to weakened Native American resistance. 
Reservation: an area of land set aside for Native Americans.

Assimilation: The process by which people of one culture merge into and become part of another culture.
Battle of Tippecanoe: A battle in which Native Americans suffer great losses, and have their morale lowered.
