Jauques Necker: A financial adviser to King Louis XVI.  He urged the King to reduce spending, reform government, abolish tariffs. 
Cahiers: Notebooks listing the grievances of the three estates of France. 

National Assembly: A new representative body made up of delegates of the third estate. 

Bastille: A grim fortress used as a prison, it was stormed and taken over by an angry mob of peasants. 

Bourgeoise: The French middle class made up of prosperous bankers, merchants, and manufacturers. 

Deficit spending: Spending more money than you have.

1. First Estate: Catholic Church Officials

2. Second Estate: The Nobility
3. Third Estate: Peasants, middle class, bourgeoise 
(b)  The clergy criticized the Enlightenment.  The third estate resented the privileges of the other classes. 

What was the cause of the financial crisis that gripped France?

The cause of the financial crisis is deficit spending. 
(a)Why did Louis XVI call the Estates General in 1789? (b)What were the results of his decision?

(a) France was on the verge of bankruptcy. Bread riots were spreading, and nobles were denouncing the King. (b) Members of the third estate formed the National Assembly. As the crisis deepened, troops were sent to Paris, and peasants stormed the Bastille.

Great Fear: A time of rumors and political discontent in France. Many Nobles were attacked by peasants. 

Marquis de Lafayette: ‘The hero of two worlds” A French Noblemen who was the head of the National Guard. 

Tricolor: A red, white, and blue badge that is eventually adopted as the symbol of France. 

Legislative Assembly: Takes the place of the King as the rulers of France under the new constitution. 

Declaration of Pilnitz: European Kings threatened to intervene if the French Monarchy is harmed. 

Jacobins: A French political group who wanted to abolish the Monarchy and bring about other radical changes. 

Émigré: Nobles, Clergy, and others who had fled revolutionary France. 
Sans-cullote: A group of working class men and women who pushed the Revolution into more radical action.

What role did the people of Paris play in the French Revolution?

Paris was the revolutionary center.  The people in Paris riot over lack food, and they march on Versailles. There were also different revolutionary factions, such as the National Guard and Paris Commune who competed for power.

(a) Why did some people outside France support the French Revolution? (b) Why did other people oppose it? 


Those who supported the Enlightenment supported the French Revolution.  They saw it as a start of a new age of justice and equality. (b) They opposed it because they did not want it to spread and prosper because it threatened their positions of authority.  

Section Three Vocabulary

Committee of Public Safety: A 12 member committee established to deal with threats to France during the Revolution.  The committee became tyrannical, abusing their power to get rid off political opponents. 
Maximillien Robespierre: The head of the committee of public safety, the architect of the Reign of Terror, a time lasting from 1793-1794 in which 40,000 people were sent to their death.  
Directory: A five man governing body who rules France from 1795-1799.  It had dictatorial powers, but was weak and corrupt.  
Olympe de Gouges: A journalist who demanded equal rights for women with the writing of Declaration of the Rights of Women.  
La Marseilles:  A song that would become the French National Anthem.  

Jacques Louis David: An artist who immortalized important events in French history.  

Suffrage:  The right to vote.

Nationalism: Pride in one’s country. 

(a) Why did Revolutionaries fear that the Revolution was in danger? (b)What was their response to that danger?


(a) France was at war with much of Europe, peasants were revolting, and the sans-cullottes demanded relief from food shortages.  (b) To save the revolution, they appointed the Committee of Public Safety and gave it almost absolute power.   

What were three results of the Reign of Terror?


About 40,000 people were executed.  Robespierre was executed. The revolution entered a moderate third stage under the Directory.  


Describe one effect of the French Revolution on each of the following

(a) Daily life:  Practical clothes replaced elaborate costumes

(b) The Arts: French Arts moved toward a grand classical style

(c) The rights of women: Women were allowed to inherit property.

Vocabulary

Consulate: Overthrew the Directory, it was a three man board that governed France.  

Concordat of 1801: Napoleon made peace with the Catholic Church.  The Church stayed under the control of the French government, but Catholics were grated religious Freedom. 

Napoleonic Code: A system of laws that embodied Enlightenment principles such as equality before the law, religious toleration, and advancement based on merit. 

Battle of Trafalgar: A Naval battle where British Admiral Horatio Nelson is able to defeat Napoleon’s Navy, stopping a potential invasion of Britain. 
Confederation of the Rhine:  Created by Napoleon out of what had been the Holy Roman Empire, a 38 member group under French protection.  

Continental System: Napoleon’s failed attempt to conquer Britain by closing European ports to their trade. 
Plebiscite: A ballot on which voters can say yes or no to an issue.

Annex: When a country forcibly adds territory. 

Blockade: shutting off ports to keep people or supplies from moving in or out.   

(A) Describe Napoleon’s rise to power. (b) Why did many French support him?


(a) He had a successful military career.  In 1799 he helped overthrow the Directory, then establish the Consulate, named himself Consul for life, and then Emperor. (b) His military success made him popular, he extended voting rights and religious freedom. (Napoleonic Code)

How did Napoleon’s policies both extend and turn back the reforms of the French Revolution?


The Napoleonic Code supported ideals of equality.  However, Napoleon valued order and security over individual freedom. 

(a) How did Napoleon come to dominate most of Europe?  (b) Why did his efforts to subdue Britain fail?


(a) Napoleon won lots of military victories.  He annexed lands and put friends and family members in positions of power throughout Europe. (b) The French Navy was unable to defeat the British Navy, and the Continental system failed to weaken the British economy.
