Exploring Theme

Using the major events in the story, create an illustrated book. Make sure the text is typed neatly and that the story line is correct. Your illustration should give the reader a vivid image of the text. 

Exploring Character

Interview a character from the book. Choose any character and create a list of questions to ask the character (at least 15). Write responses to the questions you believe your character would make. Remember, the characters responses should be consistent with what you know about the character’s personality.  You may tape the interview and show it in class, or present the interview live.  The interview should be at least 8 minutes.

Exploring Character

Using the information given to you in chapter one and chapter seven, draw a picture of Buck before and after. Your before picture should include one or more of the activities that were pleasant ones for Buck and the Miller’s. The after picture should include what Buck’s environment looks like in the wild. (2 people)

Exploring Character

Write a two-part eulogy for someone who has died in the novel. A eulogy is given by someone who knew the person well, or someone in his or her family. Your eulogy should be said by two different people in the characters life. Remember, the purpose of a eulogy is to honor the life of someone who has died. When you present the eulogy to the class, be sure to address them as those in attendance at a funeral/memorial service.  





     Exploring Alternatives

Write a new ending for the book. John Thornton and his friends do not get to take their gold to town because they are murdered beforehand. Begin your new ending with Buck returning to camp. He still smells that something is going on, but it is not the death of Thornton. Be sure to type and double space this new ending.  
Exploring Plot

Create and illustrate a time line of at least 10 major events from the novel. Each event should be illustrated in some small way. Make your timeline colorful and in chronological order.
