Classroom Rules and Expectations

All rules and expectations are in accordance with the Winthrop High School Student Handbook.

Rules

No Hats: Do not wear or carry your hat into class. I see it, I take it! If you bring your hat to class, it will negatively affect your behavior grade (see rubric)

Cell phones and Electronic Devices: Turn cell phones and electronic devices off and leave them in your bag. All bags/handbags MUST be placed under your desk NOT on your desk. I see it, I take it! If you use your electronic device, it will negatively affect your behavior grade (see rubric)

No food or drinks: No food of any kind! No coffee! Only Water!  You must purchase water before class.  DO NOT ask to buy water during class. If you bring food or non-water beverages to class, it will negatively affect your grade.

Hall pass:  For emergencies only.  DO NOT ask to go to the bathroom during a lecture. DO NOT ask to go to your locker during class.  No hall passes during lunch period. Excessive use of the pass will negatively affect your behavior grade (see rubric)

Explicit Language: Excessive swearing and/or explicit language will result in a teacher session.  If language continues, you will be written up. If you continue to use explicit language, it will negatively affect your behavior grade (see rubric)

Bullying, sexual harassment, disrespect of fellow students, teachers or faculty member, or the building: This is not tolerated.  Any violation of this will result in a write up or a series of teacher session depending on the severity of the offense. This will negatively affect your behavior grade.

Cheating/ Plagiarism: This is not tolerated. A zero will be given if work is suspected of being copied or plagiarized.  No homework assignment will ever be collaborative.  Disciplinary measures will be taken.

Expectations:

Class Preparation: You are expected to be prepared for class. You must bring the class textbook, lined paper, and writing utensils. If you are not prepared, your grade will be negatively affected.  Also, it is important you thoroughly read and complete all homework assignments. The class is designed so that we cover the previous night’s assignment in class. You expected to have basic knowledge of the homework and WILL be called on in class. If I notice that many of you are not thoroughly reading, there will be pop quizzes. 

Class Attendance: Attending class is vital to your academic success.  During class, many lectures are given, so if you miss a class you will quickly fall behind.  If you are absent, you are responsible for the material covered and all class time activities. Please see me after an absence. Remember 4 or more unexcused absences in a class will result in the automatic failure of that class. 

Tardy:  You are expected to be in class on time. 3 or more tardies to class will result in a loss of 5 points from the term average per marking period, unless a written note from a faculty member is present upon arrival.  If you are more than 15 minutes late and show up without a note, it will not only count as a class tardy, it will result in a teacher session. 

Makeup Work:  You will have two days for every absence to makeup missed work.  Any work that was due the date of you absence is due the day you return to school.  If a test is missed you are required to make up the test within a week of your return.  Failure to do so will result in a zero. Students under suspension will receive a zero for all schoolwork.  A zero will be given for all work, quizzes/tests during the days of suspension.  You are encouraged to makeup the work in order to keep up with the class, but no credit will be rewarded. 

Textbooks:  Textbooks must be brought to class everyday and must be covered.  If you do not have your book, it will negatively affect your participation grade.  DO NOT leave your textbook in class.

Extra Help: I am available almost every day after school.  I am also willing to schedule time before school. 

Extra Credit: This is available only to students who have missed one or less homework assignments. 

Classroom Cleanliness: It is common courtesy to throw out your garbage in the trash/ recycle bin. Please do not leave scrap paper, wrappers, and empty water bottles on the floor, bookshelves, and or around your desk area.
