Talking After Tests
	This is a pet peeve of mine.  Every time you finish a test or quiz early, then make disruptions that affect people who may still be taking the test, I’ll make note of it.  Then, at the end of the quarter, I’ll award bonus points for students who did not disrupt the class after a test of quiz.  If I’ve noticed you talking, you’ll lose those points.
EXAMPLE:
Suppose I hear three students talking after several of my tests.  I count four times that Student A talks, seven times that Student B talks, and twice that Student C talks.  Nobody else talks after a test during the entire quarter.  So, at the end of the quarter, everybody EXCEPT Students A, B, and C earns seven bonus points.  Student A earns three, Student B earns none at all, and Student C earns five.
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
