Manifest Destiny: The belief that the U.S. will own all of North America 
Annex: To join or attach 
Mexican War: A conflict fought over land that began in 1846. 
Treaty of Guadalupe-Hidalgo: Ended the Mexican War 
Gadsden Purchase: When the U.S. bought 30,000 square miles of land from Mexico in 1853.

Wilmot Proviso: A proposal to outlaw slavery in the land acquired from Mexico. 

Chapter 10 Section Three Vocabulary
Compromise of 1850: Written by Henry Clay, an attempt to find common ground between the states on the issue of slavery.  
1. California would be admitted as a free state. 
2. The people of the territories of New Mexico and Utah would decide for themselves if slavery would be legal. 
3. In Washington D.C, Congress would abolish the slave trade, but not slavery. 

4. Texas would give up claims to New Mexico for $10 million.

5. A Fugitive Slave Act would be enacted in all states requiring citizens to assist in the return of runaway slaves.  It would deny a jury trial to runaway slaves.

nativism: A movement to ensure that white, native born Americans received better treatment than immigrants. 
Kansas-Nebraska Act: A law introduced to provide statehood for Kansas and Nebraska, and to address the issue of slavery. 
Popular sovereignty: letting the residents of a territory decide the issue of slavery for themselves.

Free Soiler: People who worked to end slavery in the new territories. 
Dred Scott v Sandford: A Supreme Court case that held slaves are property, and therefore have no rights.
Lincoln-Douglass Debates: A series of seven debates over the issue of slavery in the territories.  
Arsenal: A place where weapons are stored.

Border States: Delaware, Maryland, Kentucky, Missouri 
Lower South: TX, LA, MS, AL, FL, GA, SC.  
Secessionist: Those who wanted the south to break away from the Union
Confederate States of America:  The nation created by states that left the Union. 
Fort Sumter: A federal fort off the coast of South Carolina, fired upon by the CSA. 
Upper South: VA, NC, TN, AR 

Lower South: seceded when Lincoln is elected without any Southern votes. 

Upper South: Joined the lower south in the Confederacy


Border States: Officials tried unsuccessfully to mediate.
